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General comments:

The Crantock NDP web site lists under its Mission to
‘To enhance and maintain our natural environment and rediscover our historical heritage
To ensure that any future development minimises the impact on our environment’

However the importance of retaining and enhancing the landscape character and quality
of the NDP area is not listed as a ‘Key Issue within the NDP, was this intentional?

Crantock NDP have carried out an extensive piece of work to create a Local Landscape
Character Assessment, as they considered the landscape of their Parish valuable and in
need of protection. The Infroduction to the Plan states that the priorities were the

‘scale of house building and the effect it would have on the landscape’

However the policies within the plan do not appear to strongly recognise the importance
of the local landscape character and the elements and feature which come together to
make this area unique in Cornwall, using the LLCA evidence base they have created to
draft a strong policy with regard to the importance of the landscape character.

Writing a policy which looks to preserve and enhance the character of the AGLV
landscape would be highly beneficial, underpinned by the LLCA evidence base.

Would the LLCA work enable the NDP to indicate a direction of growth for any affordable
housing schemes which come forward?

It was not possible to view a copy of the LLCA produced by the NDP team at the time of
preparing these comments.

The background detail of this policy states that affordable led
housing schemes would need to be ‘well related to the physical
form of the settlement and appropriate in scale, character and
appearance’

However this detail is not carried to the policy itself. It may be
worth considering strengthening the policy to add detail of
character, design, scale and density to the policy wording to
ensure future development reflects the local character and sense
of pplacel.

PV1

It is recommended that consideration is given to a policy which
looks to also conserve and enhance the important landscape
character of this Parish much of which is covered by the Area of
Great Landscape Value (AGLV) designation. It is vital that NDPs
attribute sufficient protection to AGLVs where these landscapes
have retained their unique character, strengthening and adding
more detail to Policies 22 and 23 of the Local [Plan|.

1. It would be helpful to show a map of the parish boundary in the plan — preferably towards the
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2. Green Infrastructure is a really valued part of our rural environment. Multi-functional green
infrastructure can perform a range of functions including improved flood risk management,
provision of accessible green space, climate change adaptation and biodiversity enhancement.
Evidence and advice on green infrastructure, including the economic benefits of Gl can be
found on the Natural Fnoland Green Infrastnichire web pages
You may be able to add a reference to Gl in your policies on housing development to ensure
that this important element is included.

3. P.29includes a map showing Newquay and the Gannel Maritime Conservation Area, which
became a Marine Conservation Zone. (MCZ). This is incorrectly labelled as a ‘Maritime Control
Zone' in the text, although the map shows the correct label.

4. Part of the parish to the west is within Kelsey Head Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI).
This site is designated for many different features including the geology at Kelsey Head, the
wide range of habitats including the sand dune system at Holywell Bay and unimproved
calcareous grassland of Cubert Common. The Porth Joke stream valley supports woodland with
adjacent herb-rich meadows. There are also small areas of scrub vegetation, wet flushes,
intertidal habitats and oftshore islands. Several rare plant and invertebrate species are found
within the site.

You may wish to include some information about this 227.6 ha site in your neighbourhood plan.

Penhale Dunes Special Area of Conservation (SAC) and SSSl is only 2.2km to the west of the
paiisii.

5. The coast of Crantock Parish may become subject to coastal change and may be suitable for a
